Todd called the meeting to order.  Prior minutes were approved – motion by Jack, 2nd by Rob.
Old business:

Financial review by Lois Stow

Website update by Ben McKinley – the new site has had good response.  Last year we had sponsor for site to help cover expenses.  Ben can be contacted through the site and will respond back.  Dan Creek explained how Metro had updated on the site their race statistics every week.

State race recap by Jason Gilles – All donations are not in yet so they do not have a final accounting of the state race.  They gained new equipment and funding.  He has put together the “post-mortem report” to pass on.  The state event was a huge success this year – weather, courses and planning all were excellent.  

Todd discussed Ski Master timing update.  Not much has been done but we are good at state for the next couple years.  Rob state Mt. Hood league is using a direct down load to their computer for races.  More research will be done.  Timing options are available for the future.

Free style/Slope style was next on the agenda.  Ben gave us a brief background on the program.  Cindy and her son Jared were here representing Southern League and explained their program.  Lincoln high also has a program and went over what they are doing.  If they join OISRA they will come in as a “stand alone” part of the Alpine Division.  Richard will find out about insurance issues for this sport.  Rob made a motion that it be part of 2010 state.  Chris 2nd the motion.  Jack amended to be 2009 but then withdrew the motion.  OISRA will “form a committee for state freestyle 2010 or sooner to facilitate freestyle for OISRA”.  Jack Walker will head this committee.  The freestyle group adjourned and went to discuss their sport.
New Business:

Rules committee – lost in reorganization.  Todd would like the new committee to present to Alpine Division at next meeting.  This committee would review “only race rules” Ben made a motion to set up committee, Jack 2nd passed – committee is made up of Chris Hald, Allen Engle, Rob Smoot, Dan Creek and Jason Gillies.  One issue for the rules committee is the binding release rule.

Next discussed was the use of a intranet web site for league issues – this will be checked out.

The role of the SCRC – State Championship Race Committee was discussed.  The rules committee will deal with “race day rules only.”  SCRC sets state race policies.  Draft will be presented at Fall meeting.  Jack would like the committee to look into policy on twin tips on slalom course since it is dangerous.  The committee will look at equipment with regard to safety.
State 2009 SCRC is Commissioner – Ben, Asst. Dist – Rob, Prev League – Jason and Dave Moulton by invitation.

Tom Herrmann – Emerald League is chair on 2009 State Race.  They are considering Ski Bowl or Bachelor.  They have raised $9,000 already.  Logo is in process.  Dates are March 5 and 6 with training on the 4th.

Next on the agenda was an issue brought up by Jack about academic eligibility.  Our rules state 5 credit hours – if other then normal could league attach a form with registration to OISRA.  Hardship application starts with the head coach.  For a form revision on eligibility Richard stated the SOP’s need to be updated.  Team and league SOP is part of registration.

TD/Officials training – we have had a 2 year in-house training.  Is this important to the leagues?  The SCRC appoints state TD’s a discussion followed on why we use outside TD.  They bring outside interest to our program.

Sustainability – an e-mail from Scott stated nothing had been done by this group.

Some WA State schools had expressed an interest in racing at our events – no one showed up to present this.

Summer camps and post season training is allowed if it is outside school year.

Jack made a motion to adjourn – Ben 2nd.  Meeting adjourned.
