Meeting called to order at 8:30.

Executive director, present a report on recommendations for  Bylaw additions and amendments from David Atkin-attorney.
Moved Rob Smoot 2nd Charlie Wilshire; the recommended Bylaw additions and amendments be adopted.

ED directed to discuss with insurance carrier the inclusion of weight lifting as part of dryland training.

Report from ED regarding Summit student desiring to ski in OISRA rather than OHSNO. Generated an interesting discussion with the parents and their efforts to have an OISRA Nordic team at Summit, and the principals decision not to sign our M1 nut he provided a letter allowing the student to participate in the name of her school in OISRA sanctioned events. It was decided to discuss this further later in the meeting. 
Discussion on 2 motions to alter section 4 of the polices from Nordic coaches Bogar, and Martin. Because of time constraints deliberation was adjourned till later in morning.
Joint Board & divisions meeting:
 Randy Hewitt (Board member Alpine-elect) reported on his liaising with Henry Bernotelli  on Snow Sportsmanship Program. Divisions to provide liaisons to a Sportsmanship Committee to be established .

ED reported on three issues that arose at the Spring combined meeting. (1) Board to review mid term transfers. Action-accept with modifications the OSAA based Eligibility Request Form that would require all in season and hardship requests to be formalized. by the Board. (2) Website usage-ongoing. (3) Staying in contact with State requirements to be announced as to addressing concussions and possible concussions. Also refer to OISRA insurance carrier.
Adjourned Board meeting re commenced.  Following further discussion on combined races the ED was directed to confer with our insurance carrier as to coverage for OISRA members participation in a combined events, Nordic and freestyle.

Board discussed the two motions and adopted the following as an amendment to OISRA Policies to assist the Northern League with raising its numbers.

4. Leagues. 

Addition to final line item:
Each league’s race season must consist of at least five (5) official qualifying races for the state championships. EXCEPTION:  For one year (2009-2010) the Nordic Division Northern League’s official qualifying races for the state championships will consist of at least three (3) official qualifying races.  These races can all be joint races with Southern League or a combination of joint races and Northern League only races.  The requirement in OISRA Policies #10 for eligibility of individuals for the State Meet remains the same.  When the total number of racers in the Northern League reaches fifty (50), this exception will no longer be allowed. This exception will be reviewed each summer by the OISRA Board to determine if it will be allowed for the following year.
Moved Dave, 2nd Charlie:

Board will review the ONC Tea Cup event as a possible OISRA Sanctioned event, if we receive confirmation of coverage and conditions from our insurance provider.

Moved Charlie 2nd Gregg.
(A)  ED to discuss with attorney if the Summit letter satisfies Article III – 1.2 of BL, where the principal declines to sign our M1. This would allow for student to participate without being considered as a hardship.

(B) but  if not acceptable, Dave Munson to approach Summit with revised M1.

At this point the newly elected Board took over, and on the motion of Greg, Dave was elected President, and on the motion of Dave, Greg was elected VP.
Outgoing VP Rob Smoot has offered to be available as an advisor to the board.
